Introduction of Panel Discussion Topics

Panel I: New Drivers of China-CEEC Cooperation Amid Heightened Global Trade Uncertainties

    At present, the global landscape is undergoing profound changes, with the world economy facing multiple challenges and heightened uncertainties. China and the Central and Eastern European (CEE) countries are experiencing economic headwinds while also embracing new opportunities for cooperation. China-CEE cooperation has demonstrated strong resilience and vitality. In this panel, experts will share views on the statues of China-CEE cooperation, as well as visions on its future drivers, opportunities and prospects.
(According to the Ministry of Commerce of China, since 2012, bilateral trade between China and CEE countries has been growing at an average annual rate of 8.8%, while China’s imports from CEE countries increasing by 7.4% per year on average. In 2024, bilateral trade reached $142.3 billion, marking a historical high. In 2025, the figure is expected to exceed $150 billion.)

2． Overview of economic development in China and the CEE countries/the Czech Republic), including bilateral trade and investment relations;

3． Investment policies and business environment in China and the Czech Republic, including Czech investment incentives;

5． Comparative advantages of China and the CEE countries in industrial and supply chains, and potential for synergetic development.

Panel II: Opportunities for China-Czech Supply Chain Cooperation in the Green Transition

    The global transition towards green energy presents new opportunities for cooperation between China and the Central and Eastern European (CEE) countries in industrial and supply chains. China is a world leader in green technologies and has complete industrial chains in sectors such as photovoltaics, wind power, and batteries, etc. The European Union has ambitious energy transition plan and growing demand for relevant products and technologies, while the CEE region has distinctive advantages (such as unique location, high-quality labor force, etc.) in developing green supply chains.

    China and the CEE countries are strongly complementary in areas such as photovoltaic modules, energy storage systems, and electric vehicle manufacturing. Enhanced cooperation in these areas not only strengthens CEE countries’ energy autonomy, facilitates green transition, but also provides important platform for trade and investment cooperation between Chinese and CEE businesses.
